Diana Janney led in prayer.  The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited.

Call to Order
Mayor Dickinson called the meeting to order.
Public Comments
None
Minutes
Council member Oxley made a motion to dispense with the reading of and accept the minutes of the meeting held May 13, 2013.  Council member Atha seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously by those in attendance.

Treasurer’s Report
Council member Janney made a motion to approve the finance reports and the vendor checks report as presented by the City Treasurer.  Council member Oxley seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Correspondence

Old Business
The Mayor polled Council and department heads for old business and various items were discussed including flags on Memorial Day, bushes on Riner, Rail Trail Expo, BB&T employees planting shrubs and rhododendrons, and running red lights.

City Manager
1. MTA – Request for Contribution – MTA has provided a budget as previously requested by Council member Oxley.  No one from the MTA office could attend the meeting.  Council member Oxley made a motion to contribute the amount requested ($5,797.50) in our July budget.  Council member Atha seconded the motion.  Motion carried with Council member Coleman voting no.
2. Appointments to Boards and Commissions – The Amphitheater Commission recommends that Tom Synor be appointed to that Commission.  The Beautification Commission has no recommendation.  Council member Oxley made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Amphitheater Commission and appoint Tom Synor to the Amphitheater Commission.  Council member Coleman seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously by those in attendance.
3. Restroom Facility to Serve City Park and the White Oak Rail Trail – The City Manager presented a plan for a restroom facility.  He proposes using the Cortez model and discussed the various components of the facility
4. ADA Compliant Ramp Connecting City Park and the White Oak Rail Trail – Little progress has been made toward this ramp until the restroom plans are finished.  Rail trail monies will be used to fund this project. The City Manager will communicate with the Depot committee about cutting the rail.
5. Concrete Paving at Fire Department – Bid Opening/Award – The following bids were received:  Johnson Construction Co., Inc. - $30,292.85; Hoover Contracting Co., Inc. - $44,950.00.  Council member Oxley made a motion to authorize the City Manager and Fire Chief to review the bids for compliance with the specifications and if they are met, award the bid to the apparent low bidder.  Council member Coleman seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously by those in attendance.
6. Police Department Promotion – Last month Officer Hoover was inadvertently promoted to Corporal but should have been promoted to Patrolman First Class.  Council member Oxley made a motion, seconded by Council member Coleman to take action to make Officer Hoover Patrolman First Class.  Motion carried unanimously by those in attendance.

New Business
The Mayor polled Council for new business and various items were discussed including OPEB liability and the Oak Leaf Festival.

City Manager
1. Budget Revision – The City Treasurer presented a line item budget revision.  No department totals were changed and does not require reporting to the Auditor’s Office.  Council member Oxley made a motion to approve the budget revision.  Council member Atha seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously by those in attendance.
2. Recommendation from Beautification Commission – Mrs. Lively has expressed a desire to request some items from Council for beautification purposes.  However, a meeting was not held and no one from the Commission attended the meeting.
3. Consideration of Scheduling a Council Workshop – The City Manager would like to have a workshop to discuss Home Rule and the goals of the City.  The meeting is scheduled for July 25 at 6:00 p.m.
4. July Council Meeting Date – The Clerk-Treasurer asked for the July Council Meeting date to be changed due to the holiday.  Council member Janney made a motion to change the July meeting from the 2nd Monday to the 3rd Monday which will be July 15.  Council member Oxley seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously by those in attendance.

There being no further business appearing, the meeting adjourned.
